[bookmark: _GoBack]“Intoxicated” means under the influence of [alcohol] [a controlled substance][any drug other than alcohol or a controlled substance] [model glue] [a substance that contains (toluene)(acetone) (benzene) (N-butyl nitrite) (any aliphatic nitrite, unless prescribed by a physician) (butane) (amyl butrate) (isobutyl nitrate) (freon) (chlorinated hydrocarbon) (methylene chloride) (hexane) (ether) (chloroform) (halothane) (nitrous oxide)] [any other chemical having the property of releasing toxic vapors] [any combination of the preceding substances] [any other substance, not including food and food ingredients (as defined in IC 6-2.5-1-20), tobacco (as defined in IC 6-2.5-1-28), or a dietary supplement (as defined in IC 6-2.5-1-16)] so that there is an impaired condition of thought and action and the loss of normal control of a person’s faculties.

For purposes of this definition, "drug" includes (legend drug [as defined in IC 16-18-2-199]) (nitrous oxide) ("model glue" [as defined in IC 35-4-6-1]) (any substance listed in IC 35-6-6-2(2)).
