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1. The accused is not required to prove that the killing was accidental. Rather, the prosecution has the burden of proving beyond a reasonable doubt that the killing was intentional [or knowing] and not accidental. If after considering all the evidence you have a reasonable doubt that the killing was intentional [or knowing], then you must find the accused not guilty.

2. It is the duty of the State to prove in this case that [accused] intentionally [or knowingly, or recklessly] shot and killed [victim]. If the evidence in this case raises in the minds of the jury a reasonable doubt as to whether [accused] killed [victim] intentionally [or knowingly, or recklessly], the jury must find [accused] not guilty.
