2.11.  Reasonable Doubt - Alternative 5
If, after considering all the evidence, the argument of counsel, and the instruction given you by the Court, you should entertain any reasonable doubt of the guilt of the defendant as charged in the information it would be your duty to acquit him even if you should believe from the evidence, that he has been shown to be guilty of wrong doing or, of other offenses not charged in the information.
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
