2.19.  Translated Testimony Must Not Be Treated Differently


A person who cannot speak English fluently has a right to use an interpreter even if they may be able to speak some English.  Do not allow your evaluation of translated testimony to be influenced by your conclusions, if any, regarding the extent to which the person speaks English.
