2.5.  Presumption of Innocence / Burden of Proof - Alternative 5
The Accused is presumed innocent of [each and every one of] the charge[s]. This presumption continues throughout the case, including during your deliberations. It is not overcome unless, from all the evidence in the case, you are convinced beyond a reasonable doubt that the Accused is guilty as charged.

The government has the burden of proving the Accused’s guilt beyond a reasonable doubt. This burden of proof stays with the government throughout the case.
The Accused is never required to prove his innocence. He is not required to produce any evidence at all.
Alternative to paragraphs 2 and 3 to be used when an affirmative defense is raised on which the defendant has the burden of proof:
The government has the burden of proving every element of the crime[s] charged beyond a reasonable doubt. This burden of proof stays with the government throughout the case. The Accused is never required to prove his innocence. He is not required to produce any evidence at all.
However, the Accused has the burden of proving the defense of [identify defense, e.g., duress, insanity] by [a preponderance of the evidence; clear and convincing evidence].

Note: This area of instruction is sometimes included in the reasonable doubt instruction.  See, especially, Reasonable Doubt (Alternative 5) from Alaska, for a particularly good example.
