9.14.  Non-habitual, Enhancement Proceedings:  Enhancement Based on Circumstances of Offense


Many statutes provide for increasing penalties for basic offenses if certain circumstances are present.  As a general rule, these types of enhancements do not require bifurcated trials.  


As with the other enhancements, a sample basic elements instruction is provided, using IN Pattern Instruction 1.0900 as a guide.  Obviously, when proposing or evaluating such an instruction, it is important to make sure that no circumstance enhancement is included in the instruction if it has not been charged.
