15.9.  How Jurors Should Approach Their Task - Alternative 1 


The attitude and conduct of the jurors at the beginning of their deliberations are matters of considerable importance.  It is rarely productive for a juror at the outset to make an emphatic expression of his or her opinion on the case or state how he or she intends to vote.  When this is done at the beginning, a juror's sense of pride may be aroused, and the juror may hesitate to change his or her position even if shown that it is wrong.  Remember that you are not partisans or advocates in this matter, but are judges.
