The State must convince you by evidence beyond a reasonable doubt that the accused is guilty of the crime charged. The accused has no obligation to prove innocence. The accused has the right not to testify. This right is guaranteed by the federal and state constitutions. You should not draw any inference from the fact that the accused has not testified in this case.
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
