5.16.  Testimony of Witness Who Has Pleaded Guilty


[Witness] has pleaded guilty to a crime arising out of the same events for which the accused is on trial.  This guilty plea is not evidence against the accused, and you may consider it only in determining the witness’ believability.  You should consider this witness’ testimony with great caution, giving it the weight you feel it deserves.
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
